OklaDaz Call for Entries:


The Enid Expo Center and partners Oklahoma Tourism and Recreation Department, Oklahoma Main Street, and Oklahoma Department of Commerce, announce a call for entries for the first annual Oklahoma Bedazzle Market, a market of Oklahoma art and products. The purpose is to spotlight Oklahoma-made articles and present them to buyers in unique Oklahoma shops, gift shops in museums and other facilities, show to those who would prefer to decorate with Oklahoma items, and to have them before festival and event planners.

Eligibility:


The market is open to individuals, 18 years or older who reside in Oklahoma and who produce and sell Oklahoma-made product. A booth area can be a cooperative between several producers of a similar product.
Jury:


To present the best market possible to buyers, the event will be juried. It is the intention of the sponsors of the market to provide a variety of items at the market. These items might be Oklahoma food product, visual art, souvenir type items, and entertainment, to name a few. Type of product and number of vendors of that type applying, amount of inventory, and the professionalism of the display will be all be taken in to account by the jury of three people from across the state. If you are able to set up a demonstration at your booth, please state this, as those with an interesting demonstration during the market will be given more attention by the jury.  Also, if you are willing to donate an original piece of art as a door prize to buyers, please so state.
Sales:


OklaDaz is a market to introduce buyers to producers. The producer needs to be ready to negotiate with buyers at the market. The sales are strictly between the buyer and the producer, with no commission or reporting to be done to the market committee.

Entry Procedure:


There is no entry fee. All entries are to include five to seven photos of your products with a description of the product (a catalog, if you have one), a description of your booth set-up, whether you will have a demonstration going at the booth, your online business presence, and a short description of your inventory. For digital submissions, the entire proposal needs to be sent on CD Rom.  The images should not be any bigger than 2 megabytes.

Mail your entry to Steve Barnes, Chisholm Trail Exp Center, 111 Purdue, Enid, OK 73701. Postmark deadline is July 7, 2007. Late entries will not be accepted. Any hand delivered entries must be received by 5 pm on July 7th at 111 Purdue, Enid.


Notification of those accepted for OklaDaz shall be done by July July 10, 2007.


The fee for having a 10 x 10 booth at OklaDaz is $75 if you are chosen by the jury. This includes a table, chair, pipe and draping and electrical when requested. It also includes two tickets to the evening Oklahoma Gems banquet on the 27th.
