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BACKGROUND

Community Energy Efficient Lighting Program

In previous years, the Oklahoma State Energy Office operated separate grant programs providing funds to Century Communities and Main Street Communities to make energy efficient improvements.  However, after careful consideration it has been decided to eliminate the two programs and offer a newly-designed program entitled the Community Energy Efficient Lighting Program for 2007 (Program year 2007 covers the timeframe of July 1, 2007 – June 30, 2008).
Funds are now available for both Century Communities and Main Street Communities under the new program.  Eligible applicants will use the grants to make energy efficient lighting improvements in their respective community.  Total funds available for award under this program set aside is $180,000.  The grant maximum is $22,500 (per community).

Oklahoma State Energy Office

The Oklahoma State Energy Office administers funding for a variety of energy projects to promote conservation and foster a clean, reliable, affordable, and diverse energy supply for Oklahomans.  Grants are allocated to each state by the U.S. Department of Energy based on factors such as population and energy consumption.
The goals of the Oklahoma State Energy Office include:

· Educate individuals and organizations about renewable energy, energy efficiency, and energy savings opportunities; 

· Support new energy efficiency and renewable energy technologies and practices;
· Focus projects to meet community needs; and
· Provide technical assistance to communities in the areas of renewable energy and energy efficiency.
Community Energy Efficient Lighting grants are made possible because of a partnership between the Oklahoma Century Community Program, the Oklahoma Main Street Center and the Oklahoma State Energy Office in an effort to support the community’s efforts in reducing energy consumption, as well as promoting energy efficiency with lighting.
ELIGIBLE APPLICANTS

The Community Energy Efficient Lighting Program is made available to:

Century Community:  Participants of the Oklahoma Century Community Program are eligible applicants.  For purposes of this program, the Century Community participants must have on file both a program registration and government resolution.
Main Street Community:   Participants of the Oklahoma Main Street Program are eligible applicants.  There are 42 communities in the Oklahoma Main Street program that actively implement the Four-Point Main Street Approach to commercial district revitalization developed by the National Main Street Center.
Please note that due to the limited amount of funds available, applications will be limited to one (1) application per community.

ELIGIBLE PROJECTS

Eligible activities for a Community Energy Efficient Lighting project include:
· Conducting energy audits of the communities’ existing lighting. 
· Installation of lighting switches or timer switches (motion sensors).
· Modification of wiring infrastructure that serves lighting systems.

· Retrofit or installation of energy efficient interior lighting in publicly owned community buildings. 

· Replacing or installing energy efficient exit signs (public or individually owned buildings).

· Upgrading or installing energy efficient traffic lights.

· Upgrading or installing energy efficient exterior lighting; such as street lights, parking lot lighting, lighting in public parks or exterior lighting on buildings for public safety/security.
· Other - Lighting projects which may not be described above, but will have proven energy and/or capacity savings are eligible.  Project again must be of benefit to the community.  

Grant awards are restricted to the enhancement of areas which will benefit community members by providing energy efficient lighting in areas of public use.  The funds may be spent on more than one area or type of project as long as those components are clearly identified and do not exceed the $22,500 maximum grant amount.
review criteria
Applications will be evaluated based on the following criteria:
Project Description:
Energy Savings:  Projects that significantly contribute to cost savings and energy efficiency.
Innovation:  Projects which demonstrate the attributes of effective energy efficient lighting systems (i.e. use of current energy efficient lighting types).
Community Need /Public Benefit:  Provides benefit to the community members, such as energy economic and environmental benefits.
Project Design:  Extra points will be given to projects which provide greater implications other than energy efficient lighting.  For example, a community completes a project which installs sidewalks, playground equipment and street or security lighting.

Organizational Capacity:

Capacity:  Proven qualifications or ability of the project team to complete the project successfully within designated funding period (end date 6/30/08).

Budget Cost Effectiveness:
Other financial support:  Is there community support or partnerships developed to complete this project?  Extra points will be given for leverage/match in excess of the required match amount of twenty percent (20%). This includes the amount of in-kind support for the project including but not limited to use of existing staff or volunteers qualified to work on the project, town funds contributed, donated materials or goods and cash match (Please note that other federal funds are not eligible match).

Provide a well-designed project plan with a clear and compelling justification for awarding the requested funds.  

Format: The maximum length for the narrative is three (3) pages, double-spaced, Times New Roman, 12-point font size with one-inch margins.  

Project Description (75%)
Provide a detailed description of your overall project design. Eligible lighting projects may be interior or exterior, AND must contribute to the community as a whole. 
Things the review committee will consider include:

· Energy Savings:  Projects that significantly contribute to cost savings and energy efficiency.  Use the CEEL Energy Savings Worksheet to quantify energy savings. Enter this information on the energy savings portion of the cover sheet. Provide a description of any internal or third party energy audits performed in preparation for this project.
· Innovation:  Projects which demonstrate the attributes of effective energy efficient lighting systems (i.e. use of current energy efficient lighting types).

· Community Need/Public Benefit:  Describe how the project will benefit members of the community.  Identify any other organizations that will help to complete the project. Describe the specific need(s) your project will address. Include a description of the need, the location of the project and the area you intend to serve, as well as how the needs were identified. The need could be identified as a result of an energy audit conducted, or simply to install lights in possibly a community park; to provide security lighting in certain areas; to install energy efficient lighting to reduce utility costs, etc. 
· Renewable Energy Component:  Extra points will be given to projects which make use of renewable sources of energy for the project, such as wind or solar power.
· Project Design:  Extra points will be given to projects which provide greater implications other than energy efficient lighting.  For example, a community completes a project which installs sidewalks, playground equipment and street or security lighting.
Organizational Capacity (10%)
Describe your organization's overall capacity to administer a Century Community or Main Street Energy Efficient Lighting project.  In this section include the following topics.

· Describe your ability to provide sound project and fiscal oversight;

· Illustrate your experience in or ability to administer a state or federal grant; 
· Identify the role(s) of key staff person(s) responsible for the project;


· Describe your track record of accomplishments as an organization, especially in terms of your role as a Century Community or Main Street Community.
Budget/Cost Effectiveness (15%)

Describe the funding support available to implement the proposed Community Energy Efficient Lighting project.  The Oklahoma State Energy Office requires a 20% match with funding.  Projects with more than 20% matching funds (or leverage) will receive enhanced consideration commensurate with the amount of match.  In this section include the following topics.
· Provide details on the source of project funding;

· Discuss how the project will attempt to build funding support from partnerships, the community or other sources; and 

· Discuss what match commitments (in-kind and/or cash) you have, what commitments you plan to secure and how you will secure them. This includes the amount of in-kind support for the project including but not limited to use of existing staff or volunteers qualified to work on the project, town funds contributed, donated materials or goods and cash match (Please note that other federal funds is not eligible match).
Milestone Listings GUIDANCE

Energy Savings worksheet 
The Energy Savings Worksheet can be found on page 23.

The Energy Savings Worksheet will help you calculate the potential energy savings of your proposed project in kilowatt hours (kWh) per year.  The worksheet will allow you to compare your existing lighting, if applicable, standard new lighting and the energy efficient lighting to be used in this proposal.  
You will be required to enter the number of hours each category will be operated each day and the number of days in operation each year. 
For each category you may enter up to ten (10) different bulb or fixture configurations that are part of the project.  You may assign a name to each type of bulb or fixture for ease of reference. For each configuration you will enter the number of bulbs or fixtures and the number of watts for each bulb or fixture. 
The worksheet will calculate annual kWh totals for each category. Use this information to complete the energy savings section of the coversheet.

budget & budget narrative 

The budget should be sufficient to perform the tasks described in the narrative.  Include detailed information on all categories, specifically in regards to category F (Other) in your budget.
· A twenty percent (20%) match is required with this application.  Projects with additional matching funds/leverage, other than in-kind, will receive enhanced consideration commensurate with the amount of the match.
Format: 
Budget — Use the budget form provided on page 24. The budget form should reflect the line item totals.  Round all figures to the nearest dollar. 
Budget Narrative — Include a narrative that provides a full explanation of associated costs including their purpose, justification, and the basis of your calculations.  Where appropriate, your calculations should be presented in an equation format, identifying the number of persons involved with the event; per person/unit cost, and/or the annual salary cost.  You may use the budget narrative format provided on pages 25-26.
