
ORDINANCE NO.  _____________
AN ORDINANCE AMENDING ARTICLE V. CODE SECTION 5-13 TO 5-20; THE SAME BEING AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF EL RENO CREATING THE EL RENO CONVENTION AND VISITOR BUREAU AND THE EL RENO CONVENTION AND VISITOR BOARD, AND SETTING FORTH THE PURPOSE, REQUIRMENTS FOR TERM OF OFFICE, POWERS, AND DUTIES OF THE MEMBERS; REPEALING ORDINANCES IN CONFLICT; PROVIDING FOR SEVERABILITY; AND DECLARING AN EMERGENCY.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF EL RENO, OKLAHOMA:

SECTION 1.


A. WHEREAS, the City Council of the City of El Reno previously created the El Reno Convention and Visitor Bureau in Sections 5-13 to 5-20 of the El Reno Municipal Code; and


WHEREAS, the City Council of the City of El Reno, Oklahoma has determined that changes to 
the structure of the Convention and Visitors Bureau are appropriate to 
further the goals of 
increasing visitors and tourism in El Reno; and promoting El Reno as a meeting 
place, athletic 
venue, and overnight visitor destination. 

         B. THEREFORE, Municipal Code Chapter 5, Sections 5-13 to 5-20 are hereby amended in their 
   
  entirety to read as follows:

ARTICLE V

Convention and Visitor Bureau

§ 5-13.
Creation of El Reno Convention and Visitor Bureau.

There is hereby established the Greater El Reno Convention and Visitor Bureau as the title under which a contract service provider may be allowed to conduct convention, tourism and visitor development services.

§ 5-14
Purpose.
The primary purpose of the El Reno Convention and Visitor Bureau is to promote general interest in and for the City of El Reno; to improve conditions of all types of businesses in and around El Reno, by increasing visitors and tourism in El Reno; to promote El Reno as a meeting place, athletic venue and overnight visitor destination.

§ 5-15.
Contract.

The City or the El Reno Convention and Visitor Bureau may contract with any entity or entities to provide convention, tourism and visitor development services.  The City or the El Reno Convention and Visitor Bureau may enter into one or more such contracts as determined to be needed by the Convention and Visitor Bureau and/or the City Council.  The contractor may be designated to operate on the behalf of the City of El Reno as the El Reno Convention and Visitor Bureau.

§ 5-16.
Convention and Visitor Board.
There is further established a Convention and Visitor Board composed of the following:

The Number of board members of the Convention and Visitors Bureau shall be nine (9).  The term of all (9) members shall be three (3) years and run from July 1 of the first year to June 30 of the third year for their respective terms.  Board members are eligible to serve a maximum of three (3) terms.  Each term consists of three (3) years.  If a Board member is fulfilling the term of another member, the three-term limit begins at the start of their first full term.  After an individual has been off the Board for one (1) year, they are eligible for reappointment to the Board.  These nine members shall be composed of the following:

a. One (1) representative from the El Reno City Council;

b. One (1) representative from the El Reno Sports Associations, appointed by the Mayor and ratified by the City Council;

c. Two (2) representatives from El Reno Meeting and Event Facilities, Attractions and Special Events.
d. Two (2) representatives from the El Reno Accommodations (including all lodging, bed and breakfast and Campgrounds Businesses) and restaurants.

e. One (1) representative from El Reno School District Athletic Staff appointed by the Superintendent of Schools.

f. Two (2) representatives from the Community at-large.

§ 5-17.
Term of office.  

A. The term of office for the nine Council appointed members of the Convention and Visitors Bureau shall be three-year overlapping terms.  The membership shall consist of nine members appointed by the El Reno City Council as described in Section 5-16 above.  The terms of the nine members shall be as follows:  The term of 3 members shall be for a term ending the 30th day of June 2009; the term of 3 members shall be for a term ending the 30th day of June 2010; and 3 members shall be for a term ending the 30th day of June 2011.  Upon the expiration of the terms of the members, successors shall be appointed for three-year terms.  Members may be removed for cause by the Mayor and City Council.

B. If any member shall be absent from more than ½ of all the meetings of the visitor and tourism advisory committee meetings held within four consecutive calendar months, he shall thereupon cease to hold office.

§ 5-18.
Quorum.

Five members of the Convention and Visitors Bureau shall constitute a quorum.  Business may be transacted by a majority of the quorum present.

§ 5-19.
Meetings.

The Convention and Visitors Bureau shall meet on a monthly basis to provide direction and conduct business activities pertaining to the visitors and tourism for the El Reno area.  Emergency meetings may be called by four members of the committee.


§ 5-20.
Powers and duties:

The Convention and Visitors Bureau shall:

A. Gather information and ideas; conduct research; assist the contract service provider (if applicable) in advertising and promotional programs, travel to solicit conventions, trade shows, agricultural, educational and special events; assist in advising the City Council and the contract service provider (if applicable) in the promotion of the City’s image so that El Reno will be developed and maintained as a visitor’s and tourism destination.

B. Advise the contract service provider (if applicable) of the promotional, recreational, commercial, industrial and economic events in, around and for the benefit of the City of El Reno and its residents.

C. Encourage, promote and foster visitor and tourism conventions, conferences and tourism development in the City of El Reno and assist the contract service provider (if applicable) in the solicitation of visitor attractions, events, tourism, conferences, conventions and meetings in the City of El Reno.

D. Submit to the City of El Reno annually a recommended budget of operations for the forthcoming fiscal year.

SECTION 2.  All Ordinances, or parts of Ordinances, in conflict are hereby repealed.

SECTION 3.
If any one or more of the sections, sentences, clauses or parts of this ordinance, chapter, or section shall for any reason be held invalid, the invalidity of such section, clause or part shall not affect or prejudice in any way the applicability and validity of any other provision of this ordinance.

SECTION 4.
An emergency is hereby deemed and declared to exist whereby it is necessary for the preservation of the public health, safety and welfare of the inhabitants of the City of El Reno that this Ordinance shall be in full force and effect and publication as by provided by law.
