Greetings from Okmulgee! I hope everyone is looking forward to coming to Okmulgee next week for the Preservation Conference. We are looking forward to having you.

I just wanted to fill you all in on some logistic information.

First of all, ODOT decided to close our Main Street this Friday to begin the restoration on our historic bridge into downtown. It is just one block that they are closing, but it is the entrance to downtown. So, when you are trying to get to downtown, turn west on 8th Street instead of 6th. You will then have a straight shot into downtown. Turn on either Grand or Morton to find the Creek Council House Museum, where you will register. 
There is a parking lot on the corner of 8th and Morton, if you want to use it. It will be just one block from one location, one block from registration, one block from the opening reception, and two blocks from the other sites. There is also parking at the First Methodist Church lot. This will get you totally through Wednesday.

On Thursday, the first session is at the Baptist Church. You may want to drive to that then move your car for the later sessions. The Baptist church has two large parking lots to accommodate you. Then you may want to move your car to one of the other available parking lots closer to the venues.
We will have maps in your registration packets to get you where you need to go. 

The opening reception will be downtown on the Council House lawn and under a tent in the street. We are serving food not just appetizers.
