*Sells etched wine glasses, regular size, for $3 each. Glasses come from Bay Etching on east coast

*Gives away $3 glasses free to first 100 visitors through gate.

*Sells t-shirts for $10 each

*Has food vendors and art vendors too.  These vendors pay $40 per 12x12 boothsapce…add $10 for electricity if needed.

*Food vendors include restaurants and bread makers.

*Wine vendors pay no booth fees.

*Chamber of Commerce sells wine by the glass that has been purchased by the Chamber from each winery. (Chose best selling wine from each winery)

*Wine is sold by the visitor purchasing a $3 ticket (one glass per each $3 ticket) and then presenting it at the Chamber wine by the glass booth.  This way no money changes hands at the wine by the glass booth.  This is only a matter of convenience, not law.

*Visitors can have their purchased glass of wine served in their $3 wine glass or a plastic cup provided by the wine by the glass booth.

*In order for the Chamber to sell the wine by the glass, a special permit was asked for and granted to them by the ABLE Commission.

*Samples are distributed by the wineries for free also. 
*ID’s are checked at the gate.  A red arm band is issued to the tasters for $12.  The non-tasters are issued a blue band for $8.  Children are free to the event.

*The wine tasting area is sectioned off and only those with red bands are permitted.
*Wine by the bottle is sold by each winery, but can not be opened on the premises. 
*Only 5 to 10 wineries are scheduled each year to present.  More than that is too many….they would stand a chance of not selling enough of their wine by the bottle.
